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PREAMBLE
The Conference of the Parties,

Recalling the ultimate objective of the UN Climate Convention, which is to "prevent dangerous human interference with the climate system”;

Affirming the principle of common but differentiated responsibilities and respective capabilities, in the light of national contexts;

Stressing the severe climate impacts already being experienced, such as rising temperatures, disruption of rainfall cycles, and rising sea levels, which disproportionately affect particularly vulnerable countries; 

Highlighting the major risks to human populations that could result in the internal and cross-border displacement of over 200 million people by 2050;

Reaffirming the international target established in the Paris Agreement (2015), to limit temperature to well below 2°C above pre-industrial levels and to strive for 1.5°C;

Emphasizing the urgent need to scale up climate finance, with developed countries leading the effort to mobilize at least $300 billion per year for the benefit of the most vulnerable countries;

Recalling the adoption of the Paris Agreement and its legally binding framework for all Parties to communicate and maintain successive Nationally Determined Contributions (NDCs) that reflect their highest possible ambition;
